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REQUEST FOR STATEMENT OF QUALIFICATIONS
5th Street & Harbour Pointe Boulevard Pavement Preservation Project 

Deadline: June 23, 2016

Purpose
The City of Mukilteo is requesting qualifications (RFQ) from qualified professionals or firms to perform construction management and inspection services for the resurfacing of 5th Street and Harbour Pointe Boulevard. The project will resurface with ultra-thin bonded wearing course (BWC) or HMA, and will include the retrofit of curb ramps to comply with the 2010 ADA Standards for Accessible Design and 2011 PROWAG. This project will be constructed using Federal grant funding and it will be held to all Federal requirements.

Background
In 2007, the City adopted a street preservation policy that established an annual program for street preservation using preventative maintenance techniques, overlays and full depth reconstruction. The City uses a pavement management system (PMS) which assigns a numerical value to the street’s pavement condition. The core principal of the City’s PMS is to preserve pavement to avoid costly thick overlays and reconstruction, thus maintaining pavement surfaces with a score of 71 or higher. Arterial streets have priority for preventative maintenance because of the traffic volumes and connectivity to other community centers.

5th Street is a principal arterial which connects the City of Everett with Mukilteo, and has a Federal Functional Classification of 14. In 2011, 5th Street was chip sealed in an effort to extend the street surface life another 5 years. Prior to the chip seal application, 5th Street had a pavement condition index (PCI) score of 42. Three years after the chip seal the PCI score is 72. While the chip seal has added a water tight seal to the street preserving the subgrade, additional structure and ride quality will be improved with the BWC overlay.

Harbour Pointe Boulevard is an urban collector and has a Federal Functional Classification of 17. Portions of Harbour Pointe Boulevard were chip sealed in 2009, 2010, and 2011. Currently it has a PCI score of 74.

Project Description
The project will resurface 5th Street and Harbour Pointe Boulevard using an ultra-thin bonded wearing course (BWC) or HMA to preserve the street surface and retrofit curb ramps to comply with the 2010 ADA Standards for Accessible Design and 2011 Proposed Accessibility Guidelines for Pedestrian Facilities in the Public Right of Way (PROWAG). The BWC Overlay on 5th Street will begin at the intersection of SR 525 and extend 0.9 miles east to the City limits. On Harbour Pointe Boulevard, the BWC overlay will begin at the intersection of SR 525 and Harbour Pointe Boulevard SW, and terminate 3.8 miles at SR 525 and Harbour Pointe Boulevard.  Some small areas may require structural repairs prior to resurfacing. 

Scope of Work
The Scope of Work will include, at a minimum, the following elements:
1. Construction Management & Inspection which follows all Federal requirements

Procedures for Submittal
If you, or your team, wish to be considered for this RFQ, you must be a registered consultant on the Municipal Research and Service Center (MRSC) of Washington – Shared Small Works and Consultant Roster (http://mrscrosters.org/). In lieu of preparing project specific Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) for this project, the City will be reviewing firm’s existing SOQ’s on the MRSC roster. If interested in responding to this RFQ, submit an email to Andrea Swisstack, P.E., Assistant City Engineer, at aswisstack@mukilteowa.gov, no later than 4:00 pm on June 23, 2016 indicating your interest in the project. Emails shall include:
1. Firm name as listed on the MRSC website;
2. Contact Information;
3. A list of any firms which you may be teaming with;
4. A link to your website;
5. A list, with a short description, of at least three construction management and inspection of federally funded projects which closely relate to an overlay and ADA curb ramp upgrade project, which can be an attachment in PDF to the email, and;
6. A two page cover letter, which can be an attachment in PDF to the email.

For your records, the City will provide a confirmation email confirming receipt of your interest in the proposal. Emails received after 4:00 pm on June 23, 2016, and all hard/paper copy submittals will be disregarded. 

To clarify, it is not our intent for you to create customized Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) for this request, but to review your existing SOQ’s online from the MRSC website. Any clarifications or project specific information can be included in your two page cover letter if needed. 

Selection Process
A committee of City personnel will evaluate and rate the proposals using the following criteria:
1. Project team experience with similar projects;
2. Project team experience with Federally funded projects;
3. Qualification of Proposed Project Inspector;
4. Familiarity with WSDOT/FHWA standards, the 2010 ADA Standards for Accessible Design, the 2011 Proposed Accessibility Guidelines for Pedestrian Facilities in the Public Right of Way (PROWAG) and the LAG Manual;
5. Demonstrated ability to keep projects on time and within budget; and,
6. Demonstrated ability to communicate and work effectively with contractors and city staff.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Following evaluation of the RFQ’s, the City will invite 2 to 4 firms/teams to interview for the project. Those firms will have the opportunity to present their past experience in ADA curb ramp upgrades, BWC and/or HMA overlays, and overall project approach. Additional information regarding the interview process will follow the selection process.
