WHEREAS, as of 2020, the Hispanic population of the United States was 62.1 million people,
making people of Hispanic origin the nation's largest ethnic or racial minority (18.7% of the total
U.S. population); and

WHEREAS, September 15th date is significant because it is the anniversary of independence for
the Latin American countries Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras and Nicaragua. Mexico
and Chile celebrate their independence days on September 16 and September 18, respectively. Also,
Columbus Day or Dia de la Raza, which is October 12, falls within this 30 day period.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT I, Joe Marine, Mayor of the City of Mukilteo,
hereby proclaim September 15th to October 15th, 2024, as Hispanic Heritage Month and encourage
all residents to honor the rich diversity of the Hispanic community and celebrate the many ways
they contribute to our nation and society.
