WHEREAS, women were not free to vote until 1920, when the 19th Amendment passed, and 
women of color were not able to vote until 1965, after the Voting Rights Act passed; and 

WHEREAS, as we celebrate women’s achievements, we can all help identify gaps and solutions for 
ensuring equal opportunities for women. 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT I, Joe Marine, Mayor of the City of Mukilteo, 
hereby recognize the month of March, and March 8, 2025, as Women’s History Month and International 
Women’s Day.
